Use visuals to help with homophones and other awkward words.

There is a chair in where. (Make the h look like a chair)

Draw a picture of a jumper with a badge on the left side.  Children clench left fist thumb upwards and fingernails visible.  This fist looks like a b so a badge has a b.

If you teach young children the letter h followed by b which  is like a closed h you can then visualise a witch making a spell saying hubba bubba.
Where and were

· an image of a stern mother, arms folded, pointing at her son who has come home late.  Write 1, 2, 3 beside the phrase.
