DRAWING THE EYE

1 .  The SHAPE of the eye
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2.  The glassy part of the eye – PUPIL, IRIS, WHITE
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3.  The EYELIDS and EYEBROWS








Look at the difference in shape between the upper and lower eyelids.


The upper is larger and hangs over the eye.  The lower is like a rim below 


The upper lid hides the top of the iris.





The eye curves down into the tearduct
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Lightly draw in the shape of the glint of light reflected on the surface of the eye first - leave it white





The lines in the iris come from out from the pupil to the edge. 


It is darker round the outside edge





There are shadows from the eyelids on the white of the eye
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The top eyelid casts a shadow making a dark curve above the eye. This gradually softens into shaded areas at each corner of the eye.


Look at the highlights on the eyelids and under the eyebrow.


Look at the direction the eyebrows and eyelashes grow. Very fine lines
